TANF Services Fact Sheet
Tribal TANF programs utilize federal and state funds to support a variety of temporary services to Indian families.  These temporary services include cash assistance, educational activities designed to increase the family self-sufficiency, welfare diversion assistance, and supportive services. 

 

Families are required to: 
· show proof of their county of residence, 
· that their children are members of a federally recognized tribe 
· that the family income does not exceed allowable limits. 
Once a family is determined to be eligible for Tribal TANF services, the following TANF assistance and services may be available to the family. 

Cash Assistance 

· Immediate need assistance

· Food vouchers 

· Emergency Assistance 

· Homeless assistance 

· Welfare Diversion (limited assistance to manage an emergency situation)

Career Development

· Job skills training

· High school equivalency or GED training

· Technical skills training 

· Employment or educational expenses 

· Job search and readiness assistance 

· Transportation Assistance (to and from training) 

· Child care assistance (during job & educational training or while at work)

 

Families provided TANF services are required to engage in valid work activities up to a minimum number of hours per week, unless they meet exemption criteria. A TANF caseworker or site manager will be able to answer any questions and assist families to complete applications and to determine if the family is eligible.
